CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  All right. W
have sone Fact-Fi nding Hearings next. The first
one is Capitale located at 1301 K Street, N W,
Li cense No. 72225, in ANGC- 2F.

MR, CHUNG Hello.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: l"msorry, sir,
what? Do you want to come forward?

MR. CHUNG That sounds like a
business |'"'mon, but I'"mhere for another matter.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Onh, okay.

MR CHUNG What is this for?

CHAI RPERSON M LLER  This is for a one
day event.

MR. CHUNG  Prospect Dining?

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: | ndependence Day
event .

MR. CHUNG Ch, yes, sorry.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER  Is that you?

MR. CHUNG Yes.

antici pate 400 peopl e?
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MR. CHUNG  Yes, nm'am

CHAI RPERSON M LLER:  Okay. | also
have a notation, oh, you have it in here, too,
that you have had eight off-site events before
usi ng your |icense?

MR. CHUNG  Yes, nm'am

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: Okay. Are they
simlar to this one or have you done this before?

MR. CHUNG | guess so. W have had
them at Carnegie Library, the old Washi ngt on
Capitals Stadium W' ve held the event on
Hal | oween for the last four or five years.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER:  Coul d you j ust
gi ve an overview of what is going to be going on
at this thing?

MR CHUNG So this is at the new DC
Pavilion of f of Al abana Avenue. W are renting
the space that is covered. There is a rooftop as
wel | as a covered space just in case of rain.

MEMBER SHORT: Excuse nme, is that
Al abama Avenue or is that Martin Luther King

Avenue?
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MR. CHUNG Martin Luther King. |
apol ogi ze.

MEMBER SHORT: Yes, okay.

MR. CHUNG There is two entrances.
"' m sorry.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Ckay.

MR CHUNG There is two entrances, SO
you could do either one. There is a stage
already built for the space. There are tables.
It has a secure bar area. | did a conference
call yesterday with the -- M. James Parks who
runs the facility. Gated -- I'msorry, keep the
security gates closed, so there is only one
entrance for ingress and egress, selling tickets
on-line. This is a band that we have been
working with for over three years now. Never had
an issue. W just need nore space due to the
hol i day.

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

How nuch
are you selling the tickets for?

MR. CHUNG Starting at $40.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER:  And what do they
cover?

MR CHUNG  Just adm ssion.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Admi ssi on?

MR. CHUNG  Yes, nm'am

CHAI RPERSON M LLER.  So basically like
for the nusic?

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Ckay.

MR, CHUNG | would be happy to go
t hrough the questions that was given to us prior
to the hearing, if you would like or if the Board
has any questions?

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  How nany
guestions do you have there?

MR CHUNG It's the standard. | have
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done this before. It's 18 questions. | can go
through thema little quickly.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER: 18? Al right.
You can do that.

MR. CHUNG Ckay. Question 1, what is
the event? July 2nd, July 4th, a pre-Ilndependence
Day event. It is not -- it is for-profit. It is
not for non-profit. W are going to have
entertainnent, live entertainnment. The crowd i s
21 and over. The hours of operation, | think
this is why we got flagged, | think in the
application | put 4:00 a.m W are not planning
until 4:00 a.m W just need it until 2:00 a.m

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  On.

MR CHUNG Sonetimes I'ma little bit
conservative on that just in case people have
drinks in their hands.

MEMBER SHORT: Can you repeat that
again? It's not 3:00 aam Now, it's going to be
2:00 a.m?

MR CHUNG 2:00 a.m we are going to

stop serving, but | just wanted that opportunity
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to get people out if they still have drinks in

t hei r hands.

| would Iike to start at 9:00 or 10: 00

p.m | haven't decided on that. W have sone

openi ng bands. Hours of service 9:00 to 2:00 is

fine. Live entertainnment, yes. W wll be
offering food. W w Il have three food trucks.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  I'msorry? You
wi |l have?

MR CHUNG We will have three food
t rucks.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Ckay.

MR CHUNG Ticket sales we went over.
Have we coordinated with MPD, EM5? Yes, we have.
MPD has al ready been hired, four officers.
Gateway Pavilion is providing security at the
security checkpoints where the gates are so no
cars can enter. You have to walk in. You have
to have a ticket.

EMS, we plan on doing EMS. W have
had that at our events before. Fortunately, we

have never used them
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Security procedures. W wll have our
i n-house staff. W also use DC Patrol Services
as well. We will have 15 security there.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER |Is that 15 total

or 15 --

MR, CHUNG 15 total.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Ckay.

MR. CHUNG Be that just for about --
we |l ook at the -- kind of like the keys. It's a
gated space. It's a sealed St. Elizabeth, |

don't know if you are famliar with that.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Yes.

MR. CHUNG A lot of discussion going
on.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Ckay.

MR CHUNG So we are just going to
have security around the perineter.

The area where we are providing
entertainment is in a concrete area. W are
responsi bl e for checking IDs. There is no second
poi nt of ID check. You have to be 21 to enter.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER  Ckay.
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MR. CHUNG W are not issuing
wr i st bands.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Yes.

MR CHUNG It's 21 and over.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Yes.

MR CHUNG Yes, the site is fenced
in. It's -- alcohol is being served where you
see on the | egend. And underage buyer -- and |
guess the best we can do is what we nornmal ly do,
we have the | D books and we have the blue lights
and we just have to be thorough in |ooking at the
| Ds that are presented and they have to be
Gover nnent - i ssued.

None of our security staff is allowed
to drink. An ABRA manager will be on staff.
That's it for the 18 questions.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER.  So everybody gets
checked as they are comng in for ID, right? Are
you going to check for anything el se security-

W se?
MR. CHUNG Yes. W pat them down.

You can't bring in al cohol from outside.
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Anyt hi ng dangerous, drugs, what have you, we just
al ways have to be careful.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: Do you open
wonen' s bags or anything?

MR CHUNG W do. W have a fenale
security staff nenber.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: Okay. Board
guestions?

MEMBER SHORT: Madam Chair?

CHAl RPERSON M LLER:  Yes, M. Short?

Yes.

MEMBER SHORT: You say from 9:00 until
2:00 you will be serving al cohol ?

MR. CHUNG Yes, sir.

MEMBER SHORT: So after 2: 00, no one
wi || have al cohol in their hands, right? You
will be shutting down sonetine before 2:007?

MR CHUNG We will do last call
around 1:50. Then people that have bought their
drinks prior to that at 2:00 we are going to have
to ask themto throw it away.

MEMBER SHORT:  Ckay.
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MR. CHUNG  Hopefully they will be
conpl i ant.

MEMBER SHORT: And you have a live
band or you -- what kind of entertainment are you
havi ng?

MR. CHUNG Live bands.

MEMBER SHORT: \What tinme are they to
be pl ayi ng?

MR CHUNG Start at 9:00 and that
goes on until 12:00. Start at 9:00.

MEMBER SHORT: \What tinme do they end?

MR, CHUNG 1: 30.

MEMBER SHORT: The band stops at 1:307?

MR. CHUNG Yes, sir.

MEMBER SHORT: And the drinks stop at
1: 507

MR, CHUNG 1:50.

MEMBER SHORT: Ckay. That's all |
have for right now, Madam Chair. Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON M LLER: Okay. Qhers?
M . Rodriguez?

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: How can | be
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assured that no mnors wll be served?

MR CHUNG If you are not 21, you
can't cone into the venue.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: And you have peopl e
checking | Ds?

MR CHUNG Yes, sir. So we did a
conference call with Gateway Pavilion yesterday.
Like | said, that was a m stake wi th Al abama
Avenue and Martin Luther King Avenue. W are
only going to have open Martin Luther King Avenue
and Al abama Avenue they will have -- Gateway w | |
have their security guards there | eaving people
to just one entrance and that's where we w Il be
checking I Ds at the gate.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Ckay.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER: Others? M.

Al berti?

MEMBER ALBERTI: So you are going to
have to forgive ne, because |I'mnot really
famliar with the venue itself. So ny
understanding is that so people will they will be

checked at sort of the -- at the entrance to the
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grounds, not to the pavilion. |Is that correct?

MR. CHUNG That's correct.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay. So this
pavilion sits on a |arge conplex, right? | nmean,
there is lots of grounds around it?

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

MEMBER ALBERTI: |Is the pavilion
fenced in?

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

MEMBER ALBERTI: The pavilion itself
is fenced in?

MR CHUNG It's fenced in.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay. And you wl|
have people at the entrance? WII| you have
peopl e at the entrances to control people |eaving
t he pavilion proper?

MR. CHUNG That's correct, M.

Al berti. So if you look at the diagram there is
a security gate entrance and then that's where we
check for tickets, checking for IDs and patting
down. Then they walk fromthe -- this is a

concrete sidewal k and they walk right into the
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ar ea.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Al right. But you
will be able to nonitor.

MR, CHUNG Right.

MEMBER ALBERTI: So the pavilion is
not open on all sides, so people can just kind of
wander off into the grounds. |Is that correct?
That's what |' m asking.

MR. CHUNG Ch, yes. The entire
conpl ex --

MEMBER ALBERTI: The entire conpl ex?

MR. CHUNG -- acres is fenced in.

MEMBER ALBERTI: | got that. |'m
tal ki ng about the pavilion proper.

MR. CHUNG Right. The concrete area
is where, see the circles, we have our security.
| have no idea why anybody woul d want to wander.
The buildings are all vacant and they are all
under constructi on.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Onh, | can imagi ne why
peopl e would want to wander. So how are you

going to prevent people fromleaving the event
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space proper?
MR. CHUNG That's why we have
security. The circles --

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay.

MR. CHUNG -- represents security,
sir, and that's why -- | understand that ABRA
prefers 50 to 100 per patron. | think we are

goi ng way overboard on this with 15.

VEMBER ALBERTI : Look, I'mnot -- yes,
fine. I'mjust trying to understand to nmake sure
|'mconfortable with this.

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

MEMBER ALBERTI: So these will be
stationary. You' ve got one, two, three, four,
five, six, seven, eight, nine, | count 10
security around the perineter.

MR, CHUNG  Yes.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Al right.

MR CHUNG And then we will have five
roaming within the standing room

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay. So they wl|

be stationary and nonitoring the --
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MR. CHUNG Yes, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: -- perineters. |Is
t hat correct?

MR CHUNG Yes. That's correct.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay. All right.
Thank you.

MEMBER SHORT: M. Alberti, if I
could? This is on the St. Elizabeth's property
that -- basically, that's the reason why |
guesti oned and he corrected to Martin Luther
King. That's Gate No. 1, that's the main
entrance into the pavilion.

MEMBER ALBERTI :  Yes.

MEMBER SHORT: | nean into the route
itself. And then he is saying he still have
their frontal protective officers there and
Honel and Security is right across, so you are not

doing a | ot of wal king around on those grounds

any nore.
MEMBER ALBERTI: \ich ones?
MEMBER SHORT: Once you get into the
pavilion area and it's well-lit --

what | have seen, it is fairly secure.

And how are you
going to do that?

CHUNG W have on-line ticket
sal es.

CHAl RPERSON M LLER: On-line ticket
sal es. Ckay.

MR. CHUNG Right now, ticket sales
aren't going very well, so --
