LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Li eut enant
M chael Pullian from Metropolitan Police
Departnent 5th District.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS

I nvestigator Mark Brashears, ABRA.
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CHAIR M LLER. Ckay, and al so,

there is a piece of paper for you to sign in,
so, that we nmake sure that we have the
spelling of your nane right for the record.
Did everybody do that?

Ckay, so, we call this Fact
Fi ndi ng Heari ng, because there was an incident
this Summer, where there was sone shooting, |
bel i eve outside the establishnment, and so, we
wanted to find out sonme nore information about
it.

It's not an evidentiary hearing.
No one is under oath, and we're not going to
be taking any specific action today, you know,
W th respect to whatever incidents we hear
about, except for the fact that we may
afterwards, decide that based on the facts we
heard, that warrants being sent to the Ofice
of Attorney General, for their |looking into
taking action on the matter, or sonething of
that sort.

So, is that understood by everyone
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here?
(No audi bl e response)

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay, so, why don't
we start on ny left and M. Brashears and
Li eutenant, if you want to give us your
I nformati on about what happened that evening.

Whoever wants to go first, whoever
It makes sense, and then | realize your tine
I's val uabl e, and we appreciate you com ng down
here, and if you have to | eave at any tine,

just |let us know.

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: |'m al
your's.

CHAIR M LLER: Wat ?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: |'m al
your's.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, good. Al
right, well, thank you. So, however you two

want to proceed.
| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. You can
got first and then | can add ny investigation.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Sure.
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Approxi mately 0300 hours, we got a call from
a location for a shooting. W responded, and
there, | believe we found two victins on the
scene suffering fromgun shot wounds. A third
victimended up appearing at the hospital.

The informati on we gained fromthe
victinme and witnesses is that an altercation
had taken place inside of the club. | believe
t hey had been escorted out and once outsi de,

a shooting had been taking pl ace.

None of the victins, | believe we
actual ly people who were targeted. They were
just hit by stray gun fire, as there were a
| ot of people out in the street after the
event .

W were not notified of the fight
within the club, and the club was operating
W t hout any type of reinbursable MPD detail,
and | believe that's it.

W were able to do the follow up
I nvestigation. W did identify the shooter

and apprehend him
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CHAIR MLLER: So, | just want to

ask you a quick question.

You weren't notified. How did you
happen to cone to the establishnent?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: W got a
call, once the shooting occurred.

CHAIR M LLER.  When the shooting
occurred, you got it, or you didn't -- you
weren't notified when there was a fight?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN. That's
correct.

CHAIR M LLER. Ckay, are there
Board questions right now?

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Wo call ed
you about the shooting?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: | can't --
couldn't recall. |t was sonebody outside, be
It avictimor a wtness.

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Actually, Ilet
me check.

CHAIR M LLER:  Ckay.
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LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: It does | ook

like it was a wtness from outside the club.

CHAIR M LLER. Ckay.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: From
ABRA' s perspective, we got a call at
approximately 3:20 a.m on the ABRA hotli ne.
W rolled out to the |ocation, nmade contact
wi th Lieutenant Edward Bernat, who was the on-
scene commander .

At that point, what he could tell
us is there wasn't a definitive, as to whether
what happened outside was rel ated inside or
not .

Thr oughout the course of ny
I nvestigation, we spoke with the victins. One
of the victins, Ms. Fraser, basically stated
that she believed what transpired in the
parking | ot had sonmething to do with an
al tercation that happened inside the
est abl i shnment .

The other two w tnesses were

basically, really didn't want to be invol ved.
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Through the course of ny

I nvestigation, reviewing all the video from
the night of the incident, | only saw one

al tercation occur on video. It happened as
the club was letting out.

A female in a white dress got into
an altercation with another female, a shoving
mat ch, where a trash can was knocked over
ensued.

She was | ead out by security, off
the shot of the canera, and 45 seconds | ater,
shots rang out, or | say shots rang out.
People in the parking | ot began to duck and
cover.

Thr oughout the rest of ny
I nvestigation, the only other thing that | was
actually able to substantiate were sone
settlenent and security plan violations, which
| placed in ny report.

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay, thank you.

So, how cl ose was the shooting in tinme to

cl osi ng?
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| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: |t was

after the club had technically closed, from
what | understand. |t was approxinmately 3:12
or 3:13 a.m

CHAIR M LLER. So, people were
still leaving the club?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:  Yes.

CHAIR M LLER Ckay, and was it
chaotic or orderly before the shooting?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:  Fr om what
| saw on the video --

CHAIR M LLER  Yes.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: - -
basically, the first floor of the
establishnent wasn't being utilized at that
time, and everyone seened to be com ng down a
side stairwell to the front entrance in a
fairly orderly manner, and were com ng out in
two's and three's.

CHAIR MLLER And you can't tell
where the shots cane fromor can you?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:  No,
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ma' am that was not captured on the video.

CHAIR M LLER. Ckay, Lieutenant,
has anybody been arrested in connection?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Yes, ma'am

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: And the case
has been cl osed.

CHAIR M LLER. Ckay, so, do you
have nore informati on about the shooting, that
you can share wwth us, as far as |like who the
shooter was or why the shooting?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: |If you want
to give ne just a mnute, let nme review sone
of the detective's notes.

CHAIR M LLER. Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN. 1'Il have

sone nore for you

CHAIR MLLER | nean, |I'm
interested in -- we're interested, obviously,
whet her that person -- the shooter was patron

or not a patron, not the nanme of the person.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: Yes, he did
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state in an interview with detectives, that he
was at the club

CHAIR M LLER. Does he state
whet her he had brought the gun into the club?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: He stated
that there was a verbal altercation inside of
the club. It appeared to be over a fenule.

The defendant left the club at
closing to go to his car. He retrieved his
handgun fromthe vehicle, rejoined his friends
that were outside of the club. They began
argui ng, the sanme group of individuals from
I nside the club.

He feared for his safety and the
safety of his friends, because his group was
out - nunbered, and he attenpted to de-escal ate
the situation by firing a warning shot into
the air.

After he turned into the air, he
fired two to three nore shots towards people
he believed to be charging towards him

That's fromthis statenment.
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CHAIR M LLER. Ckay, and did you

say he shot because he was afraid for his
safety?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: He cl ains
that he was --

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN.  He cl ai ned?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: That is, the
def endant cl ai ned.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN.  What did he
cl ai n®?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: That he was -
- that the group he was with was out-nunbered,
he fear for his safety and his friends -- for
his safety and his friends, that he attenpted
to get his group of friends out of the
| ocation. He said that it was escalating, so
he fired a round into the air.

He turned around, attenpted to get
his friends in the car, saw 13 individuals
charging at him at which tine he fired two to
three nore shots towards the charging

i ndi vi dual s.
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CHAIR M LLER: Ckay, thank you.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Then he got
into his vehicle and fled the scene.

CHAIR M LLER. Okay, yes, M.
Short ?

MR, SHORT: Lieutenant, thank you
for being here today. W thank for your tine
and service to the city.

This is your regular PSA | take

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: This is
actual ly Lieutenant Bernat, who we nenti oned
earlier. This is his regular PSA. He's at a
famly function today.

MR SHORT: Gkay, not a problem
Thank you.

Now, the gentleman that was -- who
was taken and arrested, what was the charge
t hat was pl aced agai nst hi nf?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: | believe he
was charged with assault wth a dangerous

weapon.
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MR SHORT: Ckay, and again, he

did say he was in the club? He was part of
the --

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Yes, ny notes
do indicate that when interviewed by our
I nvestigators, he did indicate that he was
i nside of the club and his friends were
i nvolved in a verbal altercation.

MR SHORT: How famliar are you
with this venue?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: | had
actual |y never been inside.

MR. SHORT: Never been inside,
okay. Are you famliar wth any history of
this venue?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Not
particularly.

MR SHORT: kay, that's all |
have, Madam Chair. Thank you very nuch
Li eut enant .

CHAIR MLLER: | just want to nake

sure | understood correctly.

Neal R. Gross and Co., Inc.
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So, the 13 people you said that

was charging him or whatever, they were the
sane people that -- who was involved in an
altercation with inside?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  This is what
t he def endant st at es.

CHAIR M LLER: Yes, is that the
def endant's statenent, though?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Yes.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, thank you.
M. Silverstein?

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  So, the
suspect, the individual arrested said, and |et
nme get this correct, that he feared and went
to his car and got a gun.

What did he do with the gun? D d
he go back -- did he say he went back into the
club or to the front of the club, or what did
he do, once he had the gun?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: He says once
he retrieved the vehicle -- the weapon from

his vehicle, he rejoined his friends that were
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out si de of the club.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Thank you
No further questions.

CHAIR M LLER Do you have any?

MEMBER ALBERTI: Go ahead, M.
Rodri guez.

CHAIR M LLER M. Rodriguez?

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ:  So, Lieutenant,
this guy went to get a gun, to his vehicle,
before he was assaulted? |Is that right?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN. | don't
bel i eve we actually have any evidence that the
gunman was ever assaulted.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: (Okay, so, there
was an altercation inside the club. He goes
to his vehicle to get a gun, but he had not
been assaulted by 13 people yet, right?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN. This is all
the defendant's --

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: All the
def endants, right?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: No, this is
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his statenent. This is what he -- his
ver sion.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Right, okay.
So, really, what you have is sonebody who was
threatened by a group of people and then he
took his gun and shot it, indiscrimnately,
right?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: He clains he
was threatened by a group of people.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ:  (Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN. W have not -
- | mean, | don't know that they were able to
verify that. But he did -- he was not in fear
of his safety, so nuch that he left. Rather,
he retrieved the firearm and returned.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: R ght. D d he
I ndi cate that he had any previous rel ationship
with any of the people?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN. That, I']
have to check. It does not indicate that he
stated he knew t he peopl e.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ:  Ckay,
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Li eut enant, thank you.

CHAIR M LLER O hers?

MEMBER ALBERTI: Yes, thank you.

CHAIR M LLER M. Alberti?

MEMBER ALBERTI : | nvesti gator
Brashears, do you renenber |ooking at this
video or do you have -- do you renenber what
you saw?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Yes, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Geat, very good.
Ckay, |'mreading here, it says, "3:10, a
stream of people can be seen com ng down the
stairs in the establishnment and exiting the
mai n entrance."

Then, "At 3:12, a security person
runs into the building and a mnute |later, is
escorting sonebody out."

So, during that tine, so, the
canmera i s focused on the entrance?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Yes, sir,
basically, | viewed all the canera footage

fromthat night, |ooking for any altercations.
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MEMBER ALBERTI: Right.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:
Under st andabl y, bat hroons aren't covered,
stairwells aren't covered. So, there could
have been sonething that took place, that |
di d not see.

But the two caneras that | focused
on during the incident was the one on the main
floor, by the main entrance.

So, | have a review of the
altercation that occurred with the female in
the white dress inside, and then what | saw
fromthe outside, what was goi ng on.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, so, and |I'm
focusing on the angles that you have here.

So, what did the crowd | ook |ike
outside that door? | knowit's a broad
guesti on.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: No, sir,
It was very sporadic. | nean, as | said, the
personnel were flow ng down a --

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, well, |et
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me ask you a specific question.

Were they hanging out right there
at the door? Wre they all walking out to the
thing? | nean --

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. There
were a couple of people loitering inside the
door, and the female in the white dress,
actually exited and then canme back and
loitered for a short tinme, and then got into
an altercation with another fenale.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, so, let's
stay wwth that. |'mgoing to continue about
the crowd in a nonent.

So, she left and cane back in, but
that doesn't say that here.

You start, "Afermale in a white
dress,"” oh, at 3:09, she enters the
establ i shnent ?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS. Yes, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: | see that now,

t hank you. So, she walks in, and then two

m nutes |ater, the security guard runs in.
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So, |'m assum ng sonet hi ng nmust have happened
to bring -- get his attention, and a mnute
| ater, she is being escorted out.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Yes, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI : Ckay.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: There is
a brief skirmsh, a trash can is knocked over.
She falls onto a bench.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, was she the
only --

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: And t hen
she is escorted --

MEMBER ALBERTI: -- one who cane
back in at about that tinme?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: That |
could see, yes sir, and like | said, there
were a few people kind of loitering near the
entrance and a few peopl e outside, but not a
big cromd. They weren't unruly or anything
l'i ke that.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, so, what --

were people just comng out at that tine, at
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about 3:107?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Yes, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Al right, and
then she was the only one that cane back in?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: That |
saw, yes, Sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, all right.
Yes, ny other question. You brought up
sonet hi ng el se.

Al right, so, you | ooked at all
the canera angl es?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS. Yes sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Can you -- the
best of your recollection, tell ne what
portions of that club were covered or not
covered, and I'mtrying to get at, you know,
your -- you know, did you note things that
shoul d have been covered, you thought woul d
have been beneficial to be covered, and things
that were covered, that should be covered?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: It

actually |l ooked to be fairly well covered.
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mean, there were a couple of areas, obviously,
that are covered for the establishnment's
purposes. | think they had a canera in the
ki tchen, maybe a storage area, things |ike
t hat .

But the main --

MEMBER ALBERTI: Canera on the
cash register?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Yes, sir.
The main areas of the club were covered and
the roof was covered, and the roof actually
had the ability, | found out later, to canvas
around, because once the shooting started,
soneone was actually using the canera to try
to capture what was going on. But obviously,
It was over at that point.

MEMBER ALBERTI: The one on the
roof shows the outside or shows the roof?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: It showed
the roof, but it has the ability to pan.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, so, it pans

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:  She
wal ked up and it appeared that -- obviously,
there's no audio, but the way it |ooked, the
personnel there were famliar with her. No
one sent her away, and she didn't seemto be
problematic at first, and then as | say,
anot her female starts to go through the entry
way, and it's -- the canmera shot is right on
the entrance, and there's a small brief
hal | way to the outside.

Right in that area, sonething, a
push, a shove, sonething on the canera
occurred, and it came back into the cl ub.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Thank you.
No further questions.

CHAIR M LLER. kay, others?

MEMBER BROOKS: Yes.

CHAIR M LLER: Yes, M. Brooks.

MEMBER BROOKS: Yes, thank you,
Madam Chair. |Investigator Brashears, did you

have a chance to talk to the owner, that
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ni ght ?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: No, sir,

wonder if you got any other statenents from
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any other individuals, which would shed |ight

on who was involved in the fighting outside.

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: | do not
believe that any of the victins were invol ved
I n that.

Two of the victins were
cooperative. | do believe there was one that
did not give us any pertinent information.

| do believe the detective spoke
with the security fol ks that night, who were
hel pful in obtaining the videos and pointing
out the inmage of the shooter on the footage.

CHAIR M LLER |I'mjust wondering
If there is any reason to believe that anybody
involved in the fighting outside was not a
patron, or if they were all patrons.

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: | don't know
that. | do know that in that area, the only
thing that's really open besides that is the
Subway shop, down the block, but |I have no
i nformati on that anyone was not invol ved.

CHAIR M LLER:  Ckay, M. Short?
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MR, SHORT: Yes, Lieutenant,

again, how was the suspect -- how was he
arrested? Was he arrested on the scene?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN  No, he was
not arrested on the scene. He was arrested
t hrough an investigation afterwards.

MR, SHORT: Was it that night or
somewhere in proximty?

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN.  No, it was
after an identification procedure was done.
| believe the shooting was the night of July
26th, and | believe on August 18th, he was
arrested. So, it was approxinmately three
weeks.

MR SHORT: Gkay, this question
m ght not be fair for you, but | just want to
ask and maybe you have information.

During the investigation of this
suspect being arrested, was it determ ned that
he's a regular at is club or is he a frequent
client, or did that information cone about?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN: That, | do
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not believe. | don't know.

MR, SHORT: Ckay, thank you.
Thank you, Madam Chair.

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay, anybody el se?
Anyt hing el se you want to add right now,
before we go to the Layla? M. Silverstein,
do you have a question?

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN: | woul d ask
ei ther of you, the general record or tenor
I nside and outside this club, is this club a
pattern of problens? |Is this a club that this
was a one-shot deal, so to speak, whereas this
was a one-tinme occurrence?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: From an
ABRA perspective, sir?

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Yes, both.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: The
I nvestigative history of this establishnent is
roughly five violations since 2008.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Are any of
t hem vi ol ence?

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: A
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di sorderly conduct outside the establishnent
in 2010. An assault with a deadly weapon in
2011, and then the assault with a deadly
weapon on the 26th of July.

MEMBER ALBERTI: |'mgoing to
Interject here, just so the record is correct,
and | don't want it to be m sl eading.

When | nvesti gator Brashears says
five violations, what he's really referring to
is five itens, not necessarily violations.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: Yes, |'m
sorry, sir.

MEMBER ALBERTI: There are five
I ncidents on their investigative history.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS:. Five ABRA
I nvesti gati ons.

MEMBER ALBERTI: | just want the
record to -- to nmake sure we're correct in
reflecting that.

| NVESTI GATOR BRASHEARS: Fi ve
cases.

MEMBER ALBERTI: So, we're fair to
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everybody. Five instances, yes, thank you.

LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: |'ve been
here since January, and | do believe this is
the only crinme we've actually had at the
| ocati on.

There has been a couple of theft
fromautos in those areas around there where
the patron was parked, but this is the only
of fense we've actually had fromthe cl ub.

MEMBER SI LVERSTEIN:  Thank you

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay, anybody el se?
Al right, well, I'"mnot sure who wants to go
first. |If you want to address any of the
I ssues that we've been discussing. You know,
the -- the role of the establishnment that
ni ght, and what happened or how things are
there generally, what you do about checking
for weapons, those kind of issues.

MR BRIGGS: |'mthe, | guess you
woul d call |ead security.

CHAIR M LLER. Coul d you --

MR BRIGGS: M nane is Eric
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Briggs. |'mthe head security.

CHAIR MLLER You're the head
security? Can you give us your nane, for the
record?

MR, BRIGGS: FEric Briggs.

CHAIR M LLER  Briggs, okay.
What ?  Briggs?

MR BRIGSS: B-RI-GGS

CHAIR M LLER: Yes, okay.

MR BRIGGS: And on the night of
the incident, | was actually the one that nade
the 911 phone call.

One discrepancy | do want to clear
up, the young lady in the white dress is not
related to that incident, what so ever

She had been asked to |eave,
because she had becone nostly, threatening to
ot her patrons and sone security. She
assaul ted maybe two at the least -- two
security guards, at the |least, com ng down
from downstairs, down the steps.

The young | ady was asked to | eave.
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She did cone back at sone point at tine,
because she needed her purse, and her purse
was taken out to her.

If I"mnot m staken, she was with
-- she was in the conpany with the
phot ographer for the event.

So, that night, she actually was
asked to | eave, and you know, the young | ady
that you guys her with at the -- well, that
the investigators saw her in the altercation
was Wth security, and she had gotten very
violent with security, and they asked her to
| eave agai n.

But she was not tied into that

situati on what so ever.

The situation that was -- that he
had spoke of, that -- between the two
gentl enen was never really a situation. It

was a verbal disagreenent, and | had saw t hem
They were standing in each other's faces. |
can't tell if they were yelling at each ot her,

because the music was | oud.
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But it wasn't really apparent that
they were getting ready to fight, or even had
a bi g m sunder st andi ng.

Once | stepped and spoke to them
they assured ne that they were cousins, that
they were just trying to sort sonething out,
and they actually shook each other's hands in
front of ne.

Nei t her one of those two guys is
the shooter. Neither one of those two guys
was the shooter.

That night, | had pretty nuch --
once | called the police, | spoke to ABRA, and
all we -- we were fully, you know,
cooperative, wth show ng video and everyt hi ng
l'i ke that.

No guns have ever been inside of
our club, especially that night.

CHAIR M LLER: What do you do to
prevent guns from com ng in?

MR BRIGGS: W wand and we

physi cally pat down.
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CHAIR M LLER: You wand and you

pat down?

MR BRIGGS: Every tine they cone
in and out of our club.

CHAIR M LLER: How many security
personnel are there?

MR, BRIGGS: Six, at |east.

CHAIR M LLER. At |east, okay, so,
and there was an event that night?

MR, BRIGGS: Yes, it was an event
t hat night.

CHAIR M LLER: What kind of an
event ?

MR BRIGGS: It was a -- pretty
much, a part hosted by a DJ, on the upstairs
fl oor.

CHAIR M LLER  So, does -- |'m not
sure who the person was, but is that -- does
that entertainer attract a certain kind of
crowd or did you have a different crowd that
ni ght or the sane?

MR BRIGGS: It's not necessarily
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an entertainer. It was just a party. W had
a DJ. There was no band, no perfornmance or
anyt hi ng, you know, just a party, so we had a
crowd.

CHAIR MLLER. D d you know -- do
you know who the shooter is?

MR BRIGGS: | don't wish to say.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, but you knew
t hose individuals were not the shooter?

MR, BRIGGS: The two individuals
that | had spoken to?

CHAIR M LLER  Yes.

MR BRIGGS: The shooter was not

one of those individuals, and there was never

a big -- there was never a fight about to
happen inside the club, at all, or I'd have
been made aware of it. 1'd have been part of

it.

CHAIR M LLER: Ckay.

MR BRIGGS: O had a hand in it,
or seen it or --

CHAIR M LLER: O her Board Menbers
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have questions? Yes, M. Alberti?

MEMBER ALBERTI: Do we have an
owner or a licensee here?

M5. JONES: Rosa Jones.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Rosa Jones, okay.
Thank you for com ng, Ms. Jones.

First of all, this concerns us,
obviously, that's why you're here. But | want
to comend you for cooperation wth the
I nvestigator, and providing the video.

You have no idea how nmany tines we
hear, "The rats ate our wres and we can't
show you the video." Honestly.

So, that |evel of cooperation is
appr eci at ed.

How many -- okay, so, how many
peopl e were there that evening?

M5. JONES. Approximately 200 to
250. | was not there that night.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Right, right, so,
M. Briggs can answer, if you prefer you do

t hat .
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M5. JONES: Yes.

MR. BRIGGS: There were no nore
than 200 people. It was only an upstairs
event --

MEMBER ALBERTI : Ckay.

MR, BRIGGS: -- the whole club
wasn't bei ng used.

MEMBER ALBERTI: And you have how
many security -- how many security guards did
you have that night?

MR, BRIGGS: Six, that night.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Six, that night,
okay. This DJ, is he soneone who you have
enpl oyed before?

| say enployed, | know you
probably have a contract with other -- |I'm not
sure if it's enploynent, but is he soneone
you' ve done busi ness wth before?

MR BRIGGS: No, it was a fairly
new event that we had going on, a fairly new
DJ that we had used that event.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Okay, okay. Any
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suspi cion that sonme of the trouble could have

been related to his entourage?

MR BRIGGS: | can't really speak
on that.

MEMBER ALBERTI : Ckay.

MR, BRI GGS: Because | really
don't, you know, | really don't know the DJ

personally or if he --

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, all right,
| nmean, you understand what |'m asking you?

| mean, DJ's bring their own crowd
sonetinmes, their own friends, their own
ent our age, and sonetines, they're not the best
behaved peopl e.

MR BRIGGS: W really try to stay
away from havi ng those kind of DJ's.

MEMBER ALBERTI: | wunderstand, |
under stand, but you don't have any control.
So, I'mnot saying that you're purposely doing
this, but do you --

MR, BRIGGS: The DJ didn't have an

ent our age.
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MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay.

MR, BRIGGS: He never cane with an
entourage. It was only himand his equi pnent.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, okay. One
of the things that we haven't discussed, and
Is of concern to ne is, you know, | know where
the club is. You've got this big parking | ot
and there's nobody around at night.

What do you do to sort of nonitor
the crowd outside after you cl ose, because |
mean, you have to admt, there's a potenti al
out there.

MR BRI GGS: Absolutely. W try
our best to push themto their cars. W try
not to let themloiter in front of the
bui | di ng.

MEMBER ALBERTI : Ckay.

MR BRIGGS:  You know, we can't
really be too forceful wwth themin the
street, so, you know, we ask them you know,
politely go to their cars.

Alot of tines, 5Dis already in
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the street with them

MEMBER ALBERTI: A lot of tines

what ?

MR BRIGGS: Fifth District.

MEMBER ALBERTI: They're there
al ready?

MR BRIGGS: They're just, you
know, riding around, or they're just -- you

know, they know the club has --

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay.

MR, BRIGGS: -- regular letting
out, so they're just sonetines, just there.
Most of themtinmes, there but -- but we only
push themto their vehicles, ask themto go
ni cely.

We don't let themcarry, you know,
bever ages outside the cl ub.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay.

MR BRIGGS: W do our best to

make sure there's not a crowd hanging in front

of the building.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Al right, I'm
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going to give you ny personal opinion, only as
one Board Menber

| see an incident like this, it
ki nd of raises ny al ertness.

So, I'"'mgoing to be watching to
see if we have other reports of things
happeni ng i n and around your establishnent,
only -- and I'"'monly saying is, that you m ght
be m ndful of any trends that you're seeing
out si de and t hi nk about whether you need to
hire a security guard out there or sonething,
because it sounds like, you know.

| don't know, this nay be a one-
of f, and you have to judge that for yourself,
but |I'masking you to be mndful, as you go
forward.

MR, BRI GGS: Absol utely.

MEMBER ALBERTI: Ckay, thank you.

CHAIR M LLER M. Rodriguez?

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: M. Briggs,
right? M. Briggs.

MR BRIGGS: Sir.
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MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Now, M.

Briggs, were you surprised when you heard the
shot s?

MR BRI GGS: Absolutely.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: And where were
you, when you heard the shots?

MR BRI GGS: About 10 feet away
fromit. | was actually heading out to the
scuffle in the street, and | heard the shots.
| knew it was very, very close ne --

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Ri ght.

MR BRIGGS: -- but | didn't see
it, and | turned --

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: R ght, so, what
about the people that were charging this guy?

| mean, were you able to determ ne
I f any of the people that rushed this guy were
in the club at sone point?

MR BRIGGS: |'mnot so sure about
13 guys rushing him the guy.

CHAIR M LLER:  Yes, and Lieutenant

wants to clarify sonething.
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MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: The Li eut enant

wants to clarify sonething?

CHAIR M LLER  Yes.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Just through
sone of the other interviews of wtnesses, the
det ectives have indicated that the other
W t nesses provided accounts that were
different. So, different account, indicated
it looked Iike he was | ooking to fight with
one gentleman, prior to producing a handgun

and firing.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: | didn't hear
that, Lieutenant, |'msorry.
LI EUTENANT PULLIAN: |'m sorry.

The detectives indicated that they interviewed
ot her witnesses that provided a different
account, rather than the 13 people rushing
hi m

One particular wtness indicated
that two nmal es were dancing around |ike they
wanted to fight, did not actually physically

fight, when they heard the two gunshots and
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saw t he suspect firing a gun.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: (Ckay, so, |
used to work in nightclubs a long tine, in a
band. So, |'ve seen things happen inside, and
then people finish it outside. Sonetines they
finish it inside.

But in this case, sonebody went to
the car to get a gun, fromwhat | hear. |
don't know how accurate that is, and then all
t he sudden, he's ready and a bunch of people
are rushing. So, he was ready for this, isn't
that right?

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Well, our
information is that there doesn't appear that
anybody was actually rushing him

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ:  (Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  Typical ly,
when we interview defendants they will give a
version of events that is nost conducive to
justifying their behavior.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ:  (Ckay.

LI EUTENANT PULLI AN:  They indicate

M5. ENGLAND: Yes, we do.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, all right.
M. Morales, what's your position?

MR, MORALES: |'mthe ABC nmanager

CHAIR M LLER You're the ABC
manager, okay. All right, any other
guesti ons?

Any other coments fromyou all
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wth respect to what Layla maybe shoul d be
doing, to nake it safer for thensel ves?
(No audi bl e response)

CHAIR M LLER: No, okay. GCkay,
anything else? |'mabout to wap this up. Do
you all have anything el se?

MR SHORT: No.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, well, we
really appreciate --

We're concerned about your business, but also,
you know, people who work in this industry,
and it's no laughing matter. Three people got
shot, and it could have been worse.

They did not die, but sone of you
all could have got shot.

So, that it appears to ne, and |I'm
not |ecturing, but |I've worked at cl ubs
before, nmuch younger, but you know, when
there's a shooting, that neans sonebody has
got a weapon and obviously, | was glad to hear
that M. Briggs says that you do wand the
peopl e and you pat them down, right?

MR, BRI GGS: Absol utely.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Everyone,
right?

MR, BRI GGS:  Yes.

Neal R. Gross and Co., Inc.
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MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: So, you're sure

t he weapon did not cone fromthe club.

Wy
doesn't anybody know really, nuch about why
this shooting took place?

M5. JONES: We're on the inside,
okay? We're conducting our business at the
end of the night, getting the patrons out,
getting the staff -- getting prepared for
anot her event.

What went on outside, okay, even
not saying that because |'m a busi ness owner,
but it has happened in ny nei ghborhood t oo,
okay, whereas teenagers gather. W just had
it a couple nonths ago.

You know, teenager went in his
car, he got to shooting up in the air.
junped down to the floor in ny own hone, you

know, but like |I said, we try to do out best.
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MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Yes, nmm'am

M5. JONES: You know, especially
people comng in the establishnent. Once they
go outside, you know, they have sonething in
their car, | wish we could have sone kind of
machi ne that could detect --

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Right, |
under st and.

M5. JONES: -- you have a weapon
you have a weapon, you cannot cone in here,
you know.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Ri ght.

M5. JONES: But like | said, we do
our best to nake sure that nothing conmes up in
our establishnment.

MEMBER RODRI GUEZ: Right. Now,
the difference is obviously, when it's going
on in the nei ghborhood, but the only
difference is that now, you're |licensed and
you're runni ng a business, and you have a
responsibility.

|'"'mnot |ecturing, but |I'm saying,
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that you have a responsibility to nake sure
t hat everyone that goes in that club, that
there's sufficient security to protect them
and your enpl oyees.

So, you've got a big
responsibility on your shoul ders, obviously,
and you have 200 people in there, and three
peopl e were shot outside of your
est abl i shnment .

So, nmy gut feeling is, you know,
we need to take a real close | ook at your
security arrangenent, need to take a | ook at
-- if you got 200 people in the club,
partyi ng, drinking, whatever, you know,
they're going to go outside.

So, obviously, your perineter
out side has to have better security, M.
Briggs, better security, because stuff is
going on out there, that may reflect back on
what's going on inside, or could be connected.

So, it seenms to ne that the

security has to be | ooked at interiorly and
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exteriorly. That's the way | read it, for
your own protection and as well as your
clients. Thank you.

CHAIR M LLER  Ckay, anything
el se? Anything el se anybody want to clear up?

Al right, we really appreciate
you com ng down for this hearing, and you
know, we've heard that you have -- you're
wor ki ng on nmaki ng your place even nore safe
and it sounds like you're going in the right
di rection.
