Introductions, beginning with the
Applicant, please.

MR. BIANCO: Good morning, Ms. Fletcher.
Richard Bianco on behalf of the Applicant. With
me one of the owners of the Applicant"s entity,
Rich Traverso.

AGENT FLETCHER: That®"s R-i1-c-h?

MR. BIANCO: Yes.

AGENT FLETCHER: And how do you spell the
last name?

MR. TRAVERSO: Traverso is T as in Tom,
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r-a, v as in Victor, e-r-s-o.
