 MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Would the parties in 2 

the matter of the Dark Room please come forward? 3 

The parties in the matter of the Dark Room.  This 4 

is case #16-PRO-00099, Bar 207 LLC, trading as 5 

the Dark Room, 207 Florida Avenue NW, License 6 

ABRA-103803.  This is a Retailer class CR new 7 

application.  The protest issues are adverse 8 

impact on peace, order and quiet.  My name is 9 

Laverne Fletcher conducting the roll call hearing 10 

as the board’s agent.  Introductions beginning 11 

with the applicant please. 12 

MR. MINORA:  Good morning, Ms. Fletcher, my 13 

name is Matthew Minora with Mallios & O’Brien, 14 

here on behalf of the applicant.   15 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Thank you. 16 

MS. VOLCIKOVA:  Eva Volcikova. 17 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Can you spell Eva? 18 

MS. VOLCIKOVA:  E-V-A. 19 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Mm hmm. 20 

MS. VOLCIKOVA:  Last name, V-O-L-C-I-K-O-V-A. 21 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Okay.  Thank you very 22 
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much.  Can you spell your name?  1 

MR. MINORA:  Matthew Minora, Matthew standard 2 

spelling, Minora is M-I-N-O-R-A. 3 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Thank you, Mr. Minora. 4 

MR. MINORA:  Sure. 5 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Present on behalf of ANC 6 

2B?  Ms. Quinn? 7 

MS. QUINN:  No, it’s ANC 5E. 8 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  ANC 5E? 9 

MS. QUINN:  Yes. 10 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  What did I say? 11 

MS. QUINN:  2B. 12 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Thank you. 13 

MS. QUINN:  It’s Teri Janine Quinn.  Spelled 14 

T-E-R-I-, J-A-N-I-N-E, Q-U-I-N-N and I’m chair of 15 

ANC 5E.   16 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  That’s what your letter 17 

says, but the folder says something else.  Thank 18 

you, everything now says 5E.  ANC 5E has standing 19 

as a protestant.  We need to set a date for a 20 

status hearing, protest hearing and a mediation.  21 

I’ll give you the dates for the status and 22 
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protest hearing first.  The date for the status 1 

hearing is November 30 at 9:30 a.m.  November 30 2 

at 9:30.  The date for the protest hearing is 3 

January 11, 2017.   4 

MS. VOLCIKOVA:  I won’t be here the 11th.   5 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  That’s the date at this 6 

time, so that’s the date that I’m going to have 7 

to give you.  This is a new application.  The 8 

board does not normally like to change the date 9 

for a new application, so Mr. Minora can petition 10 

the board for a new dates and he’ll copy Ms. 11 

Minora (sic) on the request to change the protest 12 

date.  Because this is a new application the 13 

board likes to keep it moving, but you can 14 

request a new date.  Would you be available 15 

before the 30th?  Before November 30?   16 

MR. MINORA:  The issue was the date in 17 

January. 18 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  The date in January.  You 19 

can petition the board to change it.  And if you 20 

do that let Ms. Quinn know and you would send a 21 

request to Martha Jenkins.  That’s Martha, M-A-R-22 
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T-H-A, Jenkins, J-E-N-K-I-N-S.  Her e-mail 1 

address is Martha.jenkins@dc.gov.  Martha’s the 2 

general counsel.  For the purpose of the roll 3 

call hearing that’s the date I have to give you 4 

because that’s the date that was assigned.  So, 5 

but I will make  a note that you’re going to be 6 

requesting a new date, am I right? 7 

MR. MINORA:  Correct. 8 

MS. QUINN:  I’m going to check my dates 9 

because I don’t have my big calendar with me. 10 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  You don’t need to tell me 11 

now anyway. 12 

MS. QUINN:  Yeah. 13 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  When Mr. Minora makes his 14 

request and you have the dates then, you can 15 

propose those dates. 16 

MR. MINORA:  Okay. 17 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  But for the purpose of 18 

the roll call hearing the date is January 17 at 19 

1:30. 20 

MS. QUINN:  It’s the 17th, not the 11th? 21 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  It’s the 11th, thank you, 22 
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Ms. Quinn.  It’s January 11, 2017 at 1:30.  I’ll 1 

give you the next available date for mediation.  2 

The next available day for mediation is Tuesday 3 

November 8 at 9:00, 10:00 or 11:00. 4 

MS. QUINN:  What’s the next day?  Is the 10th 5 

still available? 6 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  What was the question, 7 

Ms. Quinn? 8 

MS. QUINN:  Is the 10th still available?  I’m 9 

just opposed to having it on an election day. 10 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  On the 8th? 11 

MS.  QUINN:  No, is November 10th? 12 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Oh, November 10th.  13 

November 10 would not be available until 2:00 in 14 

the afternoon or we can move, I can give you some 15 

dates the following week. 16 

MS. QUINN:  I’m fine with either 2:00 p.m. or 17 

the following week. 18 

MR. MINORA:  We’re okay with 2:00 p.m. on the 19 

10th. 20 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Is that okay for you, Ms. 21 

Quinn? 22 
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MS. QUINN:  Yes. 1 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  So, mediation, then, is 2 

on Thursday, November 10, at 2:00.  Okay. 3 

MR. MINORA:  Ms. Fletcher, we just wanted to 4 

say, just as a -- we just want to reserve the 5 

right to reject the validity of the protest at a 6 

later date.   7 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  I’m sorry, what did you 8 

say, Mr. Minora? 9 

MR. MINORA:  We just want to reserve the 10 

right to reject the validity of the protest at a 11 

later date. 12 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  The protest has -- one 13 

what basis would you do that? 14 

MR. MINORA:  Nothing’s been confirmed at the 15 

moment, we just wanted to make that statement for 16 

the record. 17 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  Okay, the protestant has 18 

already been granted standing by the board. 19 

MR. MINORA:  I understand. 20 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  So, you would do that at 21 

this time or prior to now, but they’ve been 22 
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granted standing already.  But you have a right 1 

to do anything you want to, today.   2 

MR. MINORA:  Sure.   3 

MEDIATOR FLETCHER:  So, mediation is set for 4 

Thursday, November 10, at 2:00.  Any other 5 

questions, Mr. Minora?  Thank you for coming, the 6 

roll call hearing is concluded. 7
