ORDER ON SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT 

The official records of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board (Board) reflect that Ameri 
Thai Group, Inc., tla Thai Pad, Applicant for a new Retailer's Class CR License, located at 4481 
Connecticut Avenue, N.W., Washington, D.C., and ANC 3F have entered into a Settlement 
Agreement (Agreement), dated March 17,2015, that governs the operation of the Applicant's 
establishment. 

The Agreement has been reduced to writing and has been properly executed and filed 
with the Board. The Applicant and Chairperson Adam Tope, on behalf of ANC 3F, are 
signatories to the Agreement. 
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Accordingly, it is this 29th day of April, 2015, ORDERED that: 

1. The above-referenced Settlement Agreement submitted by the parties to govern the 
operations of the Applicant's establishment is APPROVED and INCORPORATED 
as part of this Order, except for the following modifications: 

Section 2 - The following sentence shall be modified to read as follows: "The 
restaurant shall have a total occupancy of 33 seats and outside summer garden 
(unclosed sidewalk cafe) seating maximum will be determined upon architectural 
drawings, final approval from the Public Space Committee and any necessary 
permits." 

Section 3 - The following language shall be modified to read as follows: 
"Monday through Thursday 11 :00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m. 

Friday 11 :00 a.m. - 11 :00 p.m. 
Saturday 11 :30 a.m. - 11 :00 p.m. 
Sunday 11 :30 a.m. - 10:00 p.m." 

Section 4 - This Section shall be modified to read as follows: "Applicants hours 
of operation and sale, service, or consumption of alcoholic beverages for the 
interior of the premises shall not exceed 11:00 a.m. -10:00 p.m. Sunday through 
Thursday, 11 :00 a.m. - 11 :00 p.m. on Fridays and 11 :30 a.m. to 11 :00 p.m. on 
Saturdays. Applicant shall not operate its summer garden (unenclosed sidewalk 
cafe) area after 10:00 p.m. Sunday through Thursday nor 11 :00 p.m. on Friday 
and Saturday." 

Section 12 - The following language shall be removed: " ... Applicant, upon notice 
from the ANC shall send a representative of the Establishment to a meeting ... " 

The parties have agreed to these modifications.

Pursuant to D.C. Official Code § 25-433, any party adversely affected may file a Motion for 
Reconsideration of this decision within ten (1 OJ, days of service of this Order with the Alcoholic 
Beverage Regulation Administration, 200014 ' Street, N.W., Suite 400S, Washington, DC 
20009. 

Also, pursuant to section 11 of the District of Columbia Administrative Procedure Act, Pub. L. 
90-614,82 Stat. 1209, D.C. Official Code §2-510 (2001), and Rule 15 of the District of 
Columbia Court of Appeals, any party adversely affected has the right to appeal this Order by 
filing a petition for review, within thirty (30) days of the date of service of this Order, with the 
District of Columbia Court of Appeals, 430 E Street, N.W., Washington, D.C. 20001; (202/879-
1010). However, the timely filing of a Motion for Reconsideration pursuant to 23 DCMR 
§1719.1 (2008) stays the time for filing a petition for review in the District of Columbia Court of 
Appeals until the Board rules on the motion. See D.C. App. Rule 15(b) (2004). 
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SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT 

Made this 17th day of March, 2015, by and between AMERI THAI GROUP, INC. tla Thai Pad 
(the "appliclUlt") and ADVISORY NEIGHBORHOOD COMMISSION 3F, North Cleveland 
Park, Forest Hills, and Tcnlcytown (the "ANC" or "ANC 3F"), 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, pending before the District of Columbia Alcoholic Beverage Control ("ABC") 
Board is Applicant's application for a Retailer's Class "CR" liquor license for the premises 
kllOWl1 as 4481-B Connecticut Avenue, N. W., Liccnse Number ABRA-097573; and 

WHEREAS, both AppliclUlt and the ANC (the "parties") desire to enter into a Settlement 
Agreement commemorating certain understandings reglU'ding Applicant's operating plans; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in cOl1sidcl'ationof the premises recited, and the mutual covenants and 
promises set forth below, the partios agree as Lhllows: 

I. Applicant shallmunuge and operate a bOl1o fide restaurant on its promises with an 
emphasis on food. 

2. The restaurant. shall have a maxill1um of33 seats and an outsidc slimmer garden 
(uncnclosed sidewalk cafe) seating maximum will be determined upon 
architectural drawings, tina I approval from the Public Space Commjttee und any 
necessary permi Is. 
[According to the Certificate of Occupancy, the restaurant shall have u maximulll 
of28 seats and an occupancy load on3 persons.] 

3. Applicant's hours of operation ,Ind sale, sCI'Vice or consumption of alcoholic 
beverages for inside the restaurant pl'emises and outside in the SUll1lner garden 
(unenclosed sidewalk cafe) shall be us follows:

Friday 
Saturday 
Sunduy 

11 :00 a.m. - 10:DO p.m.

11:30 p.m. - 11 :00 p.m.

4. Applicant's hours of operation and sale, service, or consumption of alcoholic 
beverages for the interior orthc premises shall not exceed 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 
midnight Monday through Sunday. Applicant shall 110t operate its sUlllmer garden 
(unenclosed sidewalk cafe) area after 10:00 p.m., Sunday through Thursday, nor 
uftcr 11 :00 p.m., Fl'iday and Satmday. 

5. AppliclUlt shall otTer food service to its patrons at all times il is open. At no time 
shall a patron be able to purclulse an alcoholic beverage fro]]} the Applicant and 
not be able to purchase food from the Applicant. Alcoholic beverages will be 
served in conjunction with full meal food service. Applicant will not provide 
take-out alcoholic beverages. 

6. AppIicant plans to offer take·out service and delivery service to patrons within a 
reasonable driving radius. Applicant's dcUveryvehicles will not impede travel 
lancs and public p!1l'king on Connccticut Ave, NW mld Albemarle Street, NW at 



any dme. 
7. Applicant shall have no dancing 01' live entertainment. Applicant shal1 be 

permitted to present recorded music inside the restaurant as soft background 
music for dining; provided, howevct·, thatJlo doors to the exterior ofthe reslaurnnt 
shall be propped open at any time when music is being played in the restaurant. 

8. Applicant shall not install or utilize auy equipment tor the showing ofvicleos or 
video games or jukeboxes. 

9. Applicant shall not display, olltside of the premises, lilly advertising banners, Ileon 
signs, oj' sign age other than the sign permitted by zoning above its establishment. 
Applicant shall post no signs .in public space 01' outside the restaurant advertising 
alcohol, beer unci/or wine sales, happy homs, 01' the like. 

10. Applicllnt shall care for the 35 feet ofpubHc spaces that borciers the rcstamllnt on 
Connecticut Avcnue, inchlding provisions of suitable plantings, if applicoble. 

II. Applicant shall have the restaurant and the urea aroul1d thc premises properly 
cleaned at the end of each night to cnsure there is no garbage 01' odors. Applicant 
shall respect the surrounciing residential. buildings and limit noise after closing 
hours when disposing of trash and berttles in receptacles. Applicant shall cnslll'c 
lbat trash receptacles remain closed und.fl-ec of venn in at all times. 

12. Appli.ClUlt agrees to maintain open communication with the ANC lUld the 
community tor which the ANC acts, Applicant, upon notice from the ANC shall 
send a l'cpresentati ve of the Establishment to a meeting to confer and deal in good 
faith with issues raised under this Agreement or ncw .issues that might arise with 
regard to the operation ofthe Establishment. In the event Applicant shall breach 
this Agreement, it shall be entitled to l'casomib[e notice and opportunity to cure, as 
a condition precedent to seeking enforcement of the Agree.lllent. Unless the 
breach is of an emergency nature 01' is a repetition of II prior breach, rcasonable 
notice and opportullity shall provide for a cure witllin 30 days of the date of such 
notice. Ifthe licensee fails to cure within the 30-ciay period (or, with respect to a 
breach which reasonably requires 1U0re than 30-duys to cure, fails to commence 
cure OfSllCh breach and diligently pursues such cure) failure shall constitute a 
cause tor ANC 3F to file a complaint with the Alcohol Beverage Regulation 
Administratioll, Unless othel'wisenoted above, uny notices required 10 be made 
uncleI' this Agreement shall be in writing uncill1ailed via certified mail, return 
receipt requested, or hand-delivered, to the other parties to this Agreement at the 
foHowing addresses, Notice shall be deemed given as of the timc of receipt 01'
