CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: All right, thank
you. all right The next case on our agenda 1is
Case #15-CC-00135, the Huxley, license #89394.
Would the parties please approach?

MR. RIVERO: Good morning, board members,
Fernando Rivero for the District of Columbia.

MR. FONSECA: Michael Fonseca on behalf
of the licensee.

MR. SEELBACH: Ryan Seelbach, Managing
Member of The Huxley.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Good morning. Are
there any preliminary matters in this case?

MR. RIVERO: Yes, the parties have an
offer in compromise to present to the board at
this time. That offer consists of a fine of
$5000 payable immediately -- oh, payable by
Friday. Payable by Friday. No problem with the
government here. Also, the suspension of the
license for 10 days with 6 days suspended for a
period of one year pending no further violations,

and four days to be served. And those days are
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served Thursday, March 31s through and including
Sunday, April 3rd, those being days that the
licensee is regularly open, and employees that
sell or serve alcoholic beverages are to
undertake alcohol awareness training within 90
days. If the check with the $5000 isn’t paid by
Friday the license will be suspended until the
payment is received. That is the offer in
compromise.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Thank you. I
can’t see the record for Friday so I'm looking at
my calendar to get the date of Friday. All
right. Good morning, Mr. Fonseca. On behalf of
your client, it is my understanding that there is
an offer in compromise for $5000 that would be
payable by Friday, March 11, that six days will
be suspended, four days to be served and the four
days are March 31st through April 3, 2016, which
days that the establishment is normally in
operation and that all employees who serve
alcohol will undertake the alcohol training

within 90 days. 1Is this your understanding on
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behalf of your client of the offer in compromise?

MR. RIVERO: It is, and they’ve already
moved forward since the incident which relates
back to October 31, so four servers have been
trained and they probably have three more left
and an additional four securities had their full
security training which has an alcohol component
and probably another four, so this will --
they’11 clearly get this done well before the 90
days, but they are actively involved in that.
For the record, the notice was received, it’s
been read, it’s understood and we are reading it
into the record.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Okay, thank you.
And just one last thing. I mean, for my
purposes, does your client understand that by
accepting this offer in compromise that he has
waived —-- they have waived their right to a
hearing?

MR. RIVERO: Yes.

CHATIRPERSON ANDERSON: And that you’re

waiving your right to appeal this matter?
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MR. RIVERO: Yes.

CHATIRPERSON ANDERSON: I then make a
motion that the offer in compromise of $5000
payable by March 11, 2016, for a 10 day
suspension, six days to be served, suspended for
one day, one year four days to be served March
31st through April 3rd, 2016, that employees to
undertake alcohol training within 90 days; I make
a motion that this matter be accepted. 1Is there
a second?

MS. MILLER: Second.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Ms. Miller seconds
the motion. Is there any discussion by the board

members? Hearing none, all those in favor say

aye. [Chorus of Ayes.]
All those opposed? [No audible
response.]. The matter passes 5-zero-zero and
Ms. Walker will bring in orders to sign. Thank

you very much.
