 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Thank you. 9 

 MS. FRICK:  Kelly Frick.  It’s K-E-L-L-Y.  10 

Last name is F-R-I-C-K. 11 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Thank you very 12 

much.  And -- 13 

 MR. KRIEGER:  I’m Andrew Krieger.  Last 14 

name, K-R-I-E-G-E-R. 15 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Okay, thank you.  16 

And Mr. Dubeshter are you also a member of the 17 

group? 18 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Yeah. 19 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  So you’re here, 20 

you’re here representing ANC 1A? 21 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Yeah. 22

here as a member of these five. 3 

 MR. DUBESHTER: Yeah. 4

present seven individuals which means that the 7 

group of 10 is granted full standing and at the 8 

upcoming status hearing just the designated 9 

representative needs to appear.  You won’t need 10 

any additional people because at least five 11 

appeared today.  I’m sorry, I should be talking 12 

to you, Mr. Levy.  Are you representing the 13 

group? 14 

 MR. LEVY:  Well, I can.  I mean, I turned 15 

in letters of representation for two people who 16 

aren’t here. 17 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Oh yes, I’m sorry.  18 

Thanks for reminding me.  I hadn’t looked at 19 

those yet.  Yes, you also have letters of 20 

representation from Otto Condon and there’s a 21 

letter of designation from Karen Kane. 22 
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 MR. PASCAL:  Ms. Fletcher I’d like to 1 

know who I would be talking to from the group of 2 

five or more, if I need to communicate, who would 3 

be their designated representative?  Because I 4 

noticed in their protest that they didn’t really 5 

designate anyone, so if they want to designate 6 

someone now so I’ll know and be able to reach 7 

out. 8 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Exactly. And 9 

that’s going to be you, Mr. Levy -- 10 

 MR. PASCAL:  I have been dealing with the 11 

ANC representative who is also part of the group.   12 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  No, David will be 13 

representing both groups.  David will be the ten 14 

and I’ll be the ANC.  15 

 MR. PASCAL:  That’s fine, okay. 16 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  And all of the 17 

other individuals present are in agreement with 18 

Mr. Levy representing them as a group? 19 

 GROUP OF TEN:  Yes.  I am. 20 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Okay, thank you 21 

very much, then David Levy is the representative 22 
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of the group of ten.  So, Mr. Levy, would you put 1 

your contact information, oh you did already. 2 

 MR. LEVY:  I just have, yes. 3 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Okay then.  4 

Advisory Neighborhood Commission 1A has standing 5 

as a protestant, also the group of 10 has 6 

standing as a protestant.  We need to set a date 7 

for mediation, a status hearing and a protest 8 

hearing.  I’ll give you the dates of the status 9 

and protest hearing first.  10 

 The date for the status hearing is May 11 

11th, at 9:30 a.m.  For your status hearing.   12 

  The protest hearing is set for June 13 

8th at 1:30 p.m.  That’s June 8 at 1:30 for the 14 

protest hearing.  We need to set a date for 15 

mediation to occur prior to the May 11 status 16 

hearing.  I’ll give you the next available date.  17 

If that doesn’t work I’ll just keep moving 18 

through the calendar.  The next available date 19 

for mediation is Thursday, April 21, at 9:00, 20 

10:00, 11:00 or 1:00.  That’s Thursday, April 21. 21 

 MR. PASCAL:  How about 9:00 on that day? 22 
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 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  That’S good on the 1 

calendar. 2 

 MR. PASCAL:  It doesn’t disrupt the rest 3 

of the day.   4 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Okay. 5 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  Is that good for 6 

you, Mr. Levy? 7 

 MR. LEVY:  Yes, thank you. 8 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  And Mr. Dubeshter, 9 

that’s good for the ANC also? 10 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Yeah, sure.   11 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  So, then mediation 12 

is set for Thursday, April 21, at 9:00. 13 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Most likely the mediation 14 

will be in this room. 15 

 MR. DUBESHTER:  Okay.   16 

 CHAIRPERSON FLETCHER:  But, you can check 17 

in with the front desk and they’ll probably just 18 

direct you to come into this room.  Any questions 19 

at all?
