4 in the matter of Black & Orange please come

5 forward?  The parties in the matter of Black

6 & Orange.  This is Case Number 12-PRO-00003,

7 Burger 1931, LLC, trading as Black & Orange,

8 1931 14th Street, NW, License Number ABRA-

9 088273, Retailer Class CR, new application. 

10 The protest issues are adverse impact on

11 peace, order, and quiet, and residential

12 parking.  

13            My name is La Verne Fletcher, and

14 I will be conducting the Roll Call Hearing as

15 the Board's Agent pursuant to D.C. Official

16 Code 1601.2.  Introductions, beginning with

17 the Applicant, please?

18            MR. HURWITZ:  Yes.  Good morning. 

19 Nice to see you again.  My name is Ely

20 Hurwitz.  I'm here representing the Applicant

21 and we would be prepared to enter into

22 discussions on mediation, if that would be
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1 advisable.

2            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you.  Mr.

3 Hurwitz, would you please spell your name for

4 the court reporter?

5            MR. HURWITZ:  Yes.  E-L-Y

6 H-U-R-W-I-T-Z.

7            AGENT FLETCHER:  And Mr. Hurwitz,

8 for the record, would you also state why the

9 Applicant is not present today?

10            MR. HURWITZ:  He is across the

11 street in his store.  He's waiting for someone

12 to relieve him.

13            AGENT FLETCHER:  Okay.  Thank you,

14 very much.

15            MR. HURWITZ:  And he may be here

16 any moment yet.

17            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you.  And,

18 on behalf of the protestants?

19            MR. ESTRADA:  Good morning.  Ramon

20 Estrada, R-A-M-O-N  E-S-T-R-A-D-A,

21 Commissioner for Single Member District 2B-09. 

22 And I'm here representing the Dupont Circle
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1 ANC-2B.

2            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you, Mr.

3 Estrada.  And you are?

4            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  Alexandra

5 Lewin-Zwerdling.  That's a long one.  

6 A-L-E-X-A-N-D-R-A, Lewin, L-E-W-I-N, hyphen

7 Zwerdling, Z-W-E-R-D-L-I-N-G.  I'm the

8 Commissioner for ANC Single Member District

9 1B-02, representing the residents of that

10 district.

11            AGENT FLETCHER:  ANC 1B does have

12 standing as a protestant and is granted

13 standing as a protestant.  We need to set a

14 date for mediation, a status hearing, and a

15 protest hearing.  I'll give you the dates for

16 the status hearing and the protest hearing

17 first.  The status hearing is scheduled for

18 March 21, 2012, at 9:30 a.m.  The protest

19 hearing is scheduled for April 25, 2012, at

20 4:00 p.m.

21            MR. HURWITZ:  April?  April?

22            AGENT FLETCHER:  April 25, 2012. 
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1 April 25, at 4:00 p.m.

2            MR. HURWITZ:  And the time again

3 on the 23rd?

4            AGENT FLETCHER:  The time for the

5 status hearing is March 21, at 9:30 a.m.

6            MR. HURWITZ:  And the time for the

7 protest hearing?

8            AGENT FLETCHER:  The time for the

9 protest hearing is 4;00 p.m.

10            MR. ESTRADA:  And excuse me, Ms.

11 Fletcher.  Did you mention that ANC 2B would

12 have standing as the affected ANC?

13            AGENT FLETCHER:  If I said ANC 2B,

14 I meant to say ANC 1B.

15            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  1B -- 1B is

16 in our district.

17            MR. ESTRADA:  It's the 1B

18 district.  We're across the street.

19            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  But he's

20 across the street and should have standing in

21 Ward C.

22            AGENT FLETCHER:  Mr. Estrada, did
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1 ANC 2B file a protest?

2            MR. ESTRADA:  Yes.  And we have a

3 letter acknowledging our timely filing.

4            AGENT FLETCHER:  Oh, may I see

5 that?

6            MR. ESTRADA:  Yes.

7            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  Yes.

8            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you.  Okay. 

9 Thank you, Mr. Estrada.

10            MR. ESTRADA:  Oh, you're welcome.

11            AGENT FLETCHER:  ANC 2B filed a

12 timely protest and ANC 2B is also granted

13 standing as a protestant.

14            MR. ESTRADA:  Thank you for that

15 clarification.

16            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  Thank you.

17            AGENT FLETCHER:  And Mr. Estrada,

18 you're the designated representative then for

19 ANC 2B?

20            MR. ESTRADA:  Yes.  Thank you.

21            AGENT FLETCHER:  So we need to set

22 a date for mediation to occur prior to March
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1 21, and I will give you some dates that are

2 available.

3            MR. HURWITZ:  Ms. Fletcher, may I

4 acknowledge the arrival of the protestant,

5 Raynold --

6            MR. MENDIZABAL:  Licensee.

7            MR. HURWITZ:  Licensee, I'm sorry,

8 Raynold --

9            AGENT FLETCHER:  Yes.  Would you

10 state your name and spell it for the record?

11            MR. MENDIZABAL:  My name is

12 Raynold Mendizabel.  R-A-Y-N-O-L-D

13 M-E-N-D-I-Z-A-B-A-L.

14            AGENT FLETCHER:  What's the first

15 name again?

16            MR. MENDIZABAL:  Raynold,

17 R-A-Y-N-O-L-D.

18            AGENT FLETCHER:  M-O-L-D?

19            MR. MENDIZABAL:  N-O-L-D.

20            AGENT FLETCHER:  R-A-Y?

21            MR. MENDIZABAL:  N-O-L-D.

22            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you.  And
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1 spell the last name again?

2            MR. MENDIZABAL:  Yes.  It is

3 M-E-N-D-I-Z-A-B-A-L.

4            AGENT FLETCHER:  M-E-N  did you

5 say D as in dog?

6            MR. MENDIZABAL:  Yes.

7            AGENT FLETCHER:  I?

8            MR. MENDIZABAL:  A as in zoo.

9            AGENT FLETCHER:  Yes.

10            MR. MENDIZABAL:  Alpha, Bravo,

11 Alpha, Lino.

12            AGENT FLETCHER:  Thank you.  Okay 

13 So we'll set a date for mediation, which needs

14 to occur prior to March 21st.  I'll give you

15 some dates that are available.  In February,

16 Tuesday, February 21 is available in the

17 afternoon at 1:00 p.m.  Friday, February 24 is

18 available at 9:00 a.m., 10:00 a.m., or 11:00

19 a.m.  Are either one of those dates good for

20 anybody?  February 24 is a Friday at 9:00

21 a.m., 10:00 a.m., or 11:00 a.m.

22            MR. HURWITZ:  Both of those dates
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1 are all right with us.

2            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  I -- I would

3 prefer -- I have full day meeting the 21st and

4 the 24th.  So if there's a date the following

5 week?

6            AGENT FLETCHER:  Yes.  Sure.

7            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  Okay.

8            AGENT FLETCHER:  The following

9 week, for the following week, Tuesday,

10 February 28 is available, at 9:00 a.m., 10:00

11 a.m., 11:00 a.m., or 1:00 p.m.

12            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  Any of the

13 morning times will work for me.

14            AGENT FLETCHER:  Do you have a

15 preference?

16            MS. LEWIN-ZWERDLING:  I'd say 9:00

17 a.m. if that works for both.

18            AGENT FLETCHER:  Does that work

19 for you, Mr. Hurwitz?

20            MR. HURWITZ:  Sure.

21            AGENT FLETCHER:  Okay.  And Mr.

22 Estrada, does that work for you too?
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1            MR. ESTRADA:  Yes, it does.
