Well, thank you for
coming.-

MS. HAZLETT: Okay.

AGENT FLETCHER: Ms. Bell, do you
have letters of designation from the other
members of your group?

MS. BELL: I do.

AGENT FLETCHER: Okay. 1"11 take
those.

Thank you very much.

Mr. Fonseca, you want copies of
these?

FONSECA: May 1 speak to that
prior to the condition of standing?

MR. FONSECA: We would object
because 1 don"t believe they meet their

threshold of having five petitioners because

There®"s no ability to determine
that and despite that, we would say that that
violates the statutes requiring that you
actually sign a petition iIn writing.

AGENT FLETCHER: Okay. Thank you,
Mr. Fonseca.

For the purpose of Roll Call, I™m
going to grant conditional standing to the
group with Mr. Fonseca"s objection, which he
knows already. He can pursue with the ABC
Board.

For the purpose of the Roll Call
Hearing, 1"m going to grant conditional
standing to your group. What that means 1s
that for the purpose of Roll Call, it was okay

that just you appear, but at the upcoming
