initially the protest was di sm ssed because it
was untinmely and that the Board granted the
rei nstatenent of the protest.

MR. PSOTKA: Yes ma' am

BOARD MEDI ATOR FLETCHER: The prot est
letter itself is not signed. Do you by any
chance have any additional subm ssions to nmake
t oday?

MR PSOTKA: You nmean a literal
si gnat ure?

BOARD MEDI ATOR FLETCHER: Yes.
Protest letters have to be actually signed in
order to be considered valid and, just so that

you have the citation, that's pursuant to DCVR
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1605. 3. And I'Il just read it into the record
just for the record that requires that a protest
actually be signed. DCMR 1605.3 states that "All
protests shall be signed by the protestant and
contain the protestant's full nane and mailing
address" -- which they did. So the full nanme and
mai | i ng address is there but not the signatures.

And, of course, you have a right to
appear before the Roll Call Hearing to put any
i nformation you want on the record. Because the
protest was not signed, the protest will have to
be di sm ssed and standi ng cannot be granted for
t he group of 14.

However, you have the right to
petition the Board for a reconsideration the sane
way that you did with the untinely petition. But
for the purpose of the Roll Call Hearing the
protest is dism ssed. Did sonebody want to nmake
a comrent ?

MR, PSOTKA: Wuld it be acceptable
to be signed by the group of 5 present for the

Roll Call and submtted at this Roll Cal

BOARD MEDI ATOR FLETCHER: No, because
t he signatures would need to have been subnitted
before the end of the petition deadline.

MR PSOTKA: And it's not the Board's
policy to accept electronically signed letters?

BOARD MEDI ATOR FLETCHER: There are
no electronic signatures for this protest. This
protest has the name, address, enmil addresses
but no el ectronic signatures.

You'll receive an
order fromthe ABC Board di sm ssing the protest
because they were not signed and upon receipt of
that order you'll have 10 days to ask the Board
to reconsider.

What that nmeans is that at this point
there is no pending protest. M. Kline, who's
representing the applicant, will receive a copy

of that Board order that you get and if you file
