CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: All right, the
next case on our show cause hearing schedule is
#15-CMP-00809, Lucky 7 Liquor, license #90270,
will the parties please appear and identify
themselves for the record, please?

MR. ADAMS: Good morning, Mr. Chairman.
Walter Adams representing the District of
Columbia.

MR. ROBINSON: Good morning, Mr. Chairman
and members of the Board, Wendell Robinson
representing Lucky 7.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Good morning. Mr.
Robinson. Are there any preliminary matters
in this case?

MR. ADAMS: There is a preliminary
matter, Mr. Chairman. The parties have discussed
this matter and I believe it involves a single
charge, let me confirm that before I say anything
further, for selling of miniature liquor bottles.

We are offering, we’re making an offer in
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compromise to settle this matter for a fine in
the total amount of $800 to be paid within 45
days and if the establishment does not pay the
fine within a 45-day period that the license will
be suspended until such payment is made.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: All right. Mr.
Robinson, it is my understanding that there is an
offer in compromise of a fine of $800 payable in
45 days. If the fine is not payable in 45 days,
the license will be suspended until they have
been in compliance. Is this your understanding
of the offer in compromise, sir?

MR. ROBINSON: It is, indeed.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: And in
representing your client are you aware that by
accepting this offer in compromise you are giving
up your client’s right to a hearing?

MR. ROBINSON: I do and I have so
informed them.

CHATIRPERSON ANDERSON: And are you also
aware that you are giving up the right to appeal

this matter?
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MR. ROBINSON: I have also informed them
of that fact.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: All right, thank
you. I then make a motion that the offer in
compromise of $800 be acceptable, payable in 45
days. If it’s not payable in 45 days the license
will be suspended until they are in compliance.
Is there a second?

MR. SILVERSTEIN: Second.

CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Mr. Silverstein
has seconded the motion. Any discussion?

Hearing none, all those in favor say aye.
[Chorus of ayes] All those opposed? The matter
passed 5-zero-zero. Thank you very much.

MR. ROBINSON: Thank you. (Whereupon, the
