CHAIRPERSON ANDERSON: Mr. O"Brien,
iIt"s my understanding that there is an Offer in
Compromise and the Offer in Compromise is that
for Charge 1, there is a fine of $2,500 payable
in 30 days.

For Charge 2, there is also a fine of
$850 payable in 30 days. |If the fine is not
payable in 30 days, the license will be suspended

until the fine is paid.
