ORDER ON AMENDMENT TO SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT AND

a Substantial Change to its Retailer’s Class CT License, having been protested, came
before the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board (Board) for a Roll Call Hearing on October
15,2019, in accordance with D.C. Official Code § 25-601.

The official records of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Board (Board) reflect that
the Applicant and ANC 6A entered into a Settlement Agreement (Agreement), dated
January 12, 2017 that governs the operation of the Applicant’s establishment.

This Amendment constitutes a withdrawal of the Protest filed by ANC 6A.

Paragraph 3(c)vi is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following language:

3(c)vi The total capacity of the summer garden will not cxceed 14 patrons
Paragraph 3(c)vii 1s deleted in its cntirety.

Paragraph 3(g) of the SA is delcted in its entirety and replaced with the following language:

The kitchen of the establishment shall remain open and operational (i.e., actively serving food for customers)
until at least one hour prior to closing, if not later.

The following language is added to the SA as paragraph 3(h):

Applicant shall not host events where a cover charge is required for entry.
